Call to Order/Pledge of Allegiance (Dave Rogers)

WORK SESSION ITEMS

Presentation/Discussion regarding alternative mapping ideas (Chairman Sanchez)

Meeting began with discussion of the College District mapping alternatives. Mr. Andress advised that a
final adjustment was made to the Community College Map “AzBandit” by James Feezor. Mr. Feezor
eliminated some disconnected areas of the map. This improved the total population deviation from
7.5% to 3.7%. The College District study group agreed with the correction.

Discussion then turned to the Supervisorial mapping alternatives. Linda Eastlick pointed out that
adjustments to the Tonto Apache Tribe map would probably be necessary but that Tony Sissions
recommended it be submitted as is to allow the Board of Supervisors to see what the Tribe had
recommended. The Committee discussed the Native American request of tribal unification in one
District. Linda Eastlick noted that obliging the wishes of the Tonto Apache tribe could cause
retrogression in the mapping alternative. Committee concluded that the Supervisors and Tony Sissons

may need to adjust the map and agreed the report to the Supervisors should acknowledge the potential
retrogression issue

Marvin Mull advised that the Navajo Nation was considering inclusion of all three reservation areas, San

Carlos, White Mountain, and Tonto Apache in a legislative district map along with a large majority of the
Navaho Nation. He stated that no decision had been made as of yet.

Committee discussed when their work would be done. Linda Eastlick advised them that their work was
essentially complete today.

This plan reduces the total population deviation by mare than half, bringing the total

deviation to just over 3%.

The 6 percentage point increase in voting-age minerity proportion in District 2 bolsters that
district's demonstrated ability to elect candidates favored by minority voters. Under this
plan, the voting-age Native American proportion in District 3 also rises, but further analysis
will be needed to determine whether District 3's minority populations will continue to be
able to elect candidates of their choice. This plan has a lot of potential; a good starting

point.
