MEETING MINUTES

Summary of Presentation by Linda Eastlick:

Current Supervisorial District and College District maps discussed. Power Point
presentation, An Overview of the Process, viewed and discussed including: why does
Gila County have to redistrict, the US Constitution and the principle of one person, one
vote; the Voting Rights Act; the Redistricting Committee’s role, use of consultants, Gila
County Census, Gila County minority populations and majority-minority districts, Gila
County Redistricting Principles adopted by the Board of Supervisors April 19, 2011,
request for citizen involvement and public participation; how the redistricting process will
work, future redistricting meetings and activities up to and including final plan versions
adopted by the Board of Supervisors.

Reviewed handouts available including the What you Need to Know About Citizen Input
to the Redistricting Process document. Specifically pointed out the three methods
citizens can use to make comments and/or submit maps (either by making a comment
and sending it in on the form provided, drawing or coloring in district lines on a map as
they would like to see them and sending in the map and comments; or by utilizing the
on-line mapping tool to create a map and submit it on-line). Discussed precincts where
elected officials currently reside and tentative timeline of the process.



Mapping Tool Demonstration by David Rogers

Demonstrated web based mapping tool program including: how citizens can register to
access the mapping tool for either the Supervisorial or College District maps; how
various areas of the map can be selected and moved from one district to another and
how citizens can save and/or submit mapping ideas. Discussed submission process
including the fact submitted maps will be evaluated by our consultants and the
evaluation will be returned to the citizen with a copy sent to the Elections Department
and the Redistricting Advisory Committee.

Public Comment/Question/Answer Period:

Pine Strawberry resident, Albert Hunt: “Do all the boundaries of a district have to
touch?”

Elections Specialist, Dave Rogers: “Yes, the boundaries have to be contiguous”.
Pine Strawberry resident, Melvin Palmer: “I've got a question that | might have
mentioned earlier, what if you wanted to try like four Districts?”

Elections Specialist, Dave Rogers: “Four Supervisorial Districts? The program isn't
set up for that because the parameters that it was programmed with are that we have
three Supervisorial Districts. We're not able to expand to four or five.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “And under the current state law you can’t change
the number of supervisorial districts, unless you have over one hundred thousand
people.”

Elections Specialist, Dave Rogers: “Yes, | think the cap is one hundred thousand
before it can go to the voters for a vote to go from three to five.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “Over two hundred and twenty five or two fifty it's
automatic, but between one fifty and two fifty then that the voters can choose.
Pine-Strawberry resident, Albert Hunt: “Does it need to be an odd number of
Districts?”

Elections Director, Linda Easlick: “Yes."

RAC member alternate, Christine Harrison: “It's just an observation as | am catching
up and reading, so many of the submissions get rejected on things like; you sign a
Supervisor out of their district. Which should not be a concern because it's a
recommendation, it's not a requirement. So if everything else fits, | believe it should be
considered if this is the only thing that ..".

Elections Specialist, Dave Rogers: “Right, and | think in the response it's more of just
a notation that in looking at what the individual has submitted, that it appears that an
incumbent has been drawn out. But not to say that that map won't be considered
because of that.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “All maps will be considered, we know that there
are a number of things that you're going to find when you're using the mapping tool.
One is, you may be really close and because of the fact that the mapping tool has
defined areas, you can't cut a sliver out of another area. Keep in mind, that the
mapping tool doesn’t have as many blocks as you may want and make a note of what
you would like to see in addition to what you draw in the on-line map when you make
your submission. We also know, that you may draw someone out of your map but your



map may be a good map and maybe the Redistricting committee could take a look at
that map and say; “well you know, we could make this adjustment®, and they may be
able to pull the incumbent back into their district and the mapping idea would not really
be harmed. Again, we know that for the Supervisors it’s not too difficult for them to
remain in their districts, they live farther apart. The College Districts becomes a little
more problematic, so we're going to have to look at all of those. No map is rejected,
they come back to you with comments, these are the observations from the consultants
from our office.”

Pine-Strawberry resident, John Bittner: “You've probably observed that over Pine-
Strawberry, that the zoom does not work very fast, it's very slow, very frustrating so you
cannot zoom and see the map on the forest floor, so be careful when you're doing it.
However some of the districts for example Christmas Part A, it takes a while unless you
already know where it is, it takes awhile. It's a great tool with a lot of work that can be
done on it.”

Pine Strawberry resident, Albert Hunt: “When will this go to a vote?”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “It won't go to a vote, it will be approved by the
Board of Supervisors, they alone have the authority to approve the Redistricting

maps.”

Elections Specialist, Dave Rogers: “But any changes that may take place, would be
effective for the Elections of 2012, that would be the first time that we see any of the
changes.

Pine-Strawberry resident, John Bittner: “One of the frustrating things I've been
pointing out in our conversation is at the bottom of page five, if you don’t go into the Gila
County link but read the directions there’s trouble with that underline.”

Elections Specialist, Dave Rogers: “The problem is; that the underline is blurred by
the underscores in the website address. We'll redo that when we make more copies.”
Pine Strawberry resident, John Bittner: “| have one more comment. | have a
handout of some work that some people have done and | am not the author of this, but |
am one that believes that | like to have models to work after. And | believe that this is a
great model to start with. If you'll take what I've got here and go do it on the inter active
map, you'll come up with an interesting result. It is a map that a number people have
worked on hard. They've come up with an interesting array that eventually would give
us another opportunity to have a second Supervisor from the northern Gila County area.
And it is moving districts around and why | brought up to you about the Christmas Part
A, how hard it is, and that part of the deal. So I'll give everyone a copy of this which has
been proposed by some people. | am not suggesting that this is what you do, | am
suggesting that this is something that somebody tried and somebody looked at and did
a lot of work and it's worth your consideration. It's like I'll give you some information,
you make the decision.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “And that's the important thing, that people have a
chance to submit their ideas because | don’t think there is one person in the county or
on the committee that's going to raise their hand and say; “I have the perfect one and |
know it all”. You just don’t do that. | think that people all want to take a look at people’s
ideas. And everyone has a valid suggestion. Does that mean that at the end of the day
everyone's plan gets selected? Probably not. At some point there’s a decision.
Certainly every plan will be considered.

Resumen de la presentacion por Linda Eastlick:

Los mapas actuales de los distritos de Supervisores y de la Universidad Comunitaria
fueron presentados. La presentacién Power Point, Una Vision General del Proceso, fue
vista y se discutid, incluso: por qué el Condado de Gila tiene que redistribuir los
distritos, la Constitucion de los EE.UU. y el principio de una persona, un voto; la Ley de
Derechos Electorales, el papel de la Comisién de Delimitacién, el uso de consultores, el
Censo del Condado de Gila, las poblaciones minoritarias y los distritos de mayoria-de-
minoria, los Principios de Redistribucion de Distritos del Condado de Gila adoptados
por la Junta de Supervisores el 19 de abril de 2011, la invitacion a los ciudadanos a
participar y la participacion publica, de como funcionara el proceso de redistribucion de
distritos, de las reuniones futuras para redistribucion y las actividades de redistribucién
de distritos hasta e incluyendo la version final del plan adoptado por la Junta de
Supervisores.

Se revisaron los folletos disponibles, incluso el documento de “Lo Que Usted Necesita
Saber Sobre el Comentario Publico en el Proceso de la Redistribucién de Distritos.” Los
tres métodos que se pueden utilizar por los ciudadanos para hacer comentarios y/o
presentar mapas fueron sefalados especificamente (ya sea por hacer un comentario y
enviarlo en la forma prevista, o por dibujar o colorear los limites de los distritos en el
mapa como les gustaria a ellos verlos y enviar en el mapa con sus comentarios; o
mediante la utilizacion de la herramienta de mapeo en linea para crear un mapa y



presentarlo en linea). Los recintos de votacion donde residen actualmente los
funcionarios elegidos y el calendario tentativo del proceso fueron discutidos.

Demostracion de la herramienta de mapeo por David Rogers

El programa interactivo de mapeo basado en la Web fue demostrado incluso: como los
ciudadanos pueden registrarse para acceder a la herramienta de mapeo para los
mapas, ya sea el de los Distritos de Supervisores o el de la Universidad Comunitaria;
como las diversas areas del mapa se puede seleccionar y mover de un distrito a otro y
como los ciudadanos pueden guardar y / o presentar ideas de mapeo. El proceso de
presentacién fue discutido, incluyendo el hecho de que los mapas presentados seran
evaluados por nuestros consultores y que la evaluacion sera devuelta a los ciudadanos
con una copia enviada al Departamento de Elecciones y al Comité Consultiva de
Delimitacion.

Periodo de Comentario / Preguntas del Publico:

Residente de Pine Strawberry, Albert Hunt: “; Es necesario que todos los limites de
un distrito tienen que tocar?"

Especialista de Elecciones, Dave Rogers: “Si, los limites deben ser contiguos".
Residente de Pine Strawberry, Melvin Palmer: "Tengo una pregunta que podria
haber mencionado anteriormente, ;qué tal si queria probar por como, cuatro distritos?"
Especialista de Elecciones, Dave Rogers: “Cuatro distritos de supervision? El
programa no esta configurado para eso porque los parametros con que fue programado
son que tenemos tres distritos de Supervision. Nosotros no somos capaces de ampliar
a cuatro o cinco."

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: "Y bajo la ley Estatal actual no se puede
cambiar el numero de distritos de supervisiéon, a menos que tenga mas de cien mil
personas".

Especialista de Elecciones, Dave Rogers: “Si, creo que el limite es de ciento mil
antes de que pueda ir a los electores para un voto de subir de tres a cinco.”

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Es automatico con mas de doscientos y
veinticinco o doscientos [mil], pero entre ciento cincuenta y doscientos cincuenta [mil]
entonces los votantes pueden elegir.

Residente de Pine-Strawberry, Albert Hunt: "; Necesita ser un nimero impar de
distritos?"

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Si.”

Miembra sustituta del RAC, Christine Harrison: “Es sélo una observacién, porque
me estoy poniendo al dia con la lectura, [pero] muchos de las sugerencias se rechazan
por razones como por ejemplo, que se mueva un Supervisor fuera de su distrito. Que
no debe ser una preocupacion porque es una recomendacion, no es un requisito. Si
todo lo demas cabe, creo que se debe considerar si esto es lo Unico que... ".
Especialista de Elecciones, Dave Rogers: Correcto, y creo que en la respuesta es
mas de solo una indicacién de que al ver lo que el individuo ha presentado, que parece
que un funcionario ha sido dibujado fuera del distrito. Pero no quiere decir que ese
mapa no se considerara a causa de eso. "



Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Todos los mapas seran considerados;
sabemos que hay un nimero de cosas que Uds. van a encontrar cuando estan usando
la herramienta de mapeo. Una es, es posible que realmente esté cerca y por el hecho
de que la herramienta de asignacion ha definido las zonas, no se puede cortar una
astilla de otra area. Tenga en mente, que la herramienta de mapeo no tiene tantos
bloques como quiera y haga nota de lo que le gustaria ver ademas de lo que dibuja en
el mapa en linea al hacer su presentacion. También sabemos, que puede dibujar fuera
a alguien de su mapa pero el mapa puede ser un buen mapa y tal vez el Comité podria
echar un vistazo en ese mapa y decir; “pues, saben, podriamos hacer este ajuste”, y
puede que sean capaces de mover adentro al funcionario a su distrito otra vez y la idea
del mapa no seria dafiada demasiado. Una vez mas, sabemos que para los
supervisores no es demasiado dificil para ellos permanecer en sus distritos, porque
viven mas lejos aparte. Para los Distritos Universitarios se hace un poco mas
problematica, por lo que vamos a tener que mirarlos todos. No se rechaza ningtn
mapa, se devuelve a usted con comentarios que son observaciones de los consultores
en nuestra oficina.”
Residente de Pine-Strawberry, John Bittner: “Usted probablemente ya observé que
sobre el area de Pine-Strawberry, el zoom no funciona muy rapido, es muy lento, muy
frustrante por lo que no puede hacer zoom y ver el mapa en el suelo del bosque, asi
que tenga cuidado cuando lo estas haciendo. Sin embargo algunos de los distritos, por
ejemplo Christmas Part A, tarda un poco a menos que usted ya sabe dénde esta, tarda
un tiempo. Es una gran herramienta con mucho trabajo que se puede hacer con ella".
Residente de Pine-Strawberry, Albert Hunt: “; Cuando se presentara esto para un
voto?”
Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “No sera presentado para votacion, sera
aprobado por la Junta de Supervisores, ellos son los Unicos que tienen la autoridad
para aprobar los mapas de redistribucion”.
Especialista de Elecciones, Dave Rogers: Sin embargo, cualquier cambio que pueda
tener lugar, seria eficaz para las elecciones de 2012, que seria la primera vez que
vemos a cualquiera de los cambios.”
Residente de Pine-Strawberry, John Bittner: "Una de las cosas frustrantes que he
sefalado en nuestra conversacion es en la parte inferior de la pagina cinco, si no van
en el enlace del condado de Gila pero leen las instrucciones, que hay problemas con
ese subrayado".

Especialista de Elecciones, Dave Rogers: El problema es que el subrayado esta
borroso debido a las lineas que subrayan la direccion del sitio Web. Lo arreglaremos
cuando hacemos mas copias.”

Residente de Pine-Strawberry, John Bittner: “Tengo un comentario mas. Tengo un
documento que contiene trabajo que han hecho algunas personas, y no soy el autor de
este, pero soy uno que cree que me gusta tener modelos para seguir. Y creo que este
es un gran modelo con qué empezar. Si usted toma lo que tengo aqui y lo pone en el
mapa interactivo, saldra con un resultado interesante. Es un mapa en el cual han
trabajado duro un numero de personas. Han presentado una interesante formacién que
finalmente nos daria otra oportunidad de tener un segundo Supervisor de la zona norte
del condado Gila. Y es el mover de los distritos y el por qué les dije acerca del
Christmas Part A, lo dificil que es, y esa parte de la cosa. Entonces les voy a dar a



todos una copia de esto que se ha propuesto por algunas personas. No estoy
sugiriendo que esto es lo que hagan, sino sugiero que esto es algo que alguien intentd
y alguien mir6 e hizo mucho trabajo, y merece su consideracion. Es como, les doy
alguna informacioén, y ustedes toman la decision.

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Y eso es la cosa importante, que las
personas tengan la oportunidad de presentar sus ideas, porque no creo que hay una
persona en el condado o de la Comisidn que vaya a elevar su mano y decir; "Tengo
una idea perfecta y yo sé todo". No se puede hacer eso. Creo que todos quieren very
considerar las ideas de otros. Y todos tienen una sugerencia valida. ; Significa eso que
al final del dia que los planes de todos seran seleccionados? Probablemente no. En
algin momento hay una decision. Ciertamente, todos los planes se tendran en cuenta.
