MEETING MINUTES

Summary of Presentation by Linda Eastlick:

Discussed purposes of the meeting: (1) provide the public an opportunity to review the
redistricting mapping alternatives currently being considered by the Board of
Supervisors; (2) inform the public of the various ways they can make public comments
including verbally at today’s meeting, by completing the online public comment form on
the Gila County Website; by sending a letter to the Elections Department, or by calling
the Elections Department ; and (3) to take questions and receive public comment.

Displayed and discussed four Supervisorial District mapping alternatives and three
College District mapping alternatives. Provided handout information relative to each
map including maps, blowups of populated areas, and statistics relative to each

alternative. Also provided Public Input Comment Form and a schedule of the remaining
Round Two Public Meetings.




Reminded audience of the various DOJ compliance requirements and the fact that the

County will comply with the U.S. Constitution and the Voting Rights Act when making
our submission.

Encouraged attending public to review the maps, take the opportunity to discuss the
maps with others and to make comments.

Elections Specialist, David Rogers Demonstration.
Demonstrated access to and completion of the web based public comment form.

Public Comments/Questions/Answers:

Translator, Miriam Jones: “Do we submit one form for each plan that we have a
comment?”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “What | would suggest is; yes, if your comments
are going to overflow, because there’s only a certain amount of space. Then | would
submit a different form. If they are just very brief comments then you could get two on
one form. That's not a problem. Thank you, Miriam. I'd also like to invite Supervisor
Dawson, or Sadie Tomerlin if you have any comments about the process or about the
maps, if you'd like to say anything please feel free to do so.”

Supervisor, Dawson: “| am amazed that you've made this so easy for people. | am
just amazed at how the work is going on with this. This morning there were three
choices for the County Board of Supervisor maps and this morning we adopted, went
ahead and allowed a fourth version and here it is already posted on the web so that
people can have access to it. Also want to compliment you on making it so easy for
anyone to comment by not only by the public meetings but also on this internet. I've
been frustrated in this process, we don't have a lot of community input, we won't have it
until after we adopt it. Whatever we adopt then we will hear from people. Excellent
work and my compliments to you and your staff.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “Thank you. Sadie do you have any comments?”
County Recorder, Sadie Tomerlin: “Sure. | also agree with Shirley, you guys have
done an amazing job. My thing is, I'm asking the public to do all the research, not

just look at the maps. Go to the Recorders office and see how many voters this will
affect in each district. Because, if you just look at, we did a rough total just really fast,
certain ones are just going to affect over sixty four hundred voters, that's a huge amount
of voters to be switching districts and moving around. I'm just asking the public to do
their homework before they voice what's their complaints and what's their concerns”




Translator, Miriam Jones: “When you mean it will affect a certain amount of voters,
what do you mean by that? Like | won't be able to vote for my supervisor that | voted
for last time or?”

County Recorder, Sadie Tomerlin: “That could happen, so it could mean that, such
as, all of these plans, well like one; currently | am in Globe 7 and in District 3, all of
these plans would move me into District 2. So | will completely have a new Supervisor.
So all these precincts would have a different Supervisor and then the Recorders Office
has to change all of these people and put them in new districts. Do you understand
that?”

Translator, Miriam Jones: “| understand.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: “Thank you Sadie and Miriam, and we've just had
Fernando Shipley join us, Fernando is the Mayor of Globe, welcome Mayor Shipley,
we're glad to have you here. | have previously just explained to the people we have
seven plans up for public review for the next couple of weeks. Our public meetings are
tonight here in Globe. Tomorrow morning we will be going to the White Mountain
Apache Tribal meeting, tomorrow night Tonto Basin. Thursday night we will be in
Payson and Monday night we will be in the Hayden Winkelman area. And of course
anyone is invited to attend any of those meetings if they would like to.

We need to have all of the public comments by Friday September 16 because we will
have another meeting with the Board of Supervisors on Tuesday, September 20", so
any comments we've received up until the 16™, we will give to the board at the work
session September 20", Final plans will not be adopted until October 3, and so if
individuals did have something to say after that then we would still be receiving
comments. On the 20" the Board will be reviewing all comments to that point and will
be directing us to how they want to adjust maps so that they can get ready for final
approval on October 3™. So you might want to, we're getting pretty close to the end and
you might want to, keep track of those dates. There's actually a list over there on the
table of the remaining public meetings that you might want to pick a copy of that.

Why don'’t we just take a minute to review the process to date and I'm going to go very
quickly. And then we’'ll take a break so that you can have an opportunity to look at the
maps and look at your copies. We started this process actually back in December so
we've been going for quite some time now. At that point in time we began discussing
the consultants that we would use. We have been using two consultants as most of you
have been aware of and the Board elected to have a Redistricting Advisory Committee
and that committee over the next few months met many times and they attended many
public meetings to hear what the public had to say, and to design maps and to view
maps that other individuals had submitted. Then they made their recommendations to
the board. Their recommendations actually were the first three maps for the College
District and maps B, C and D. Their recommendations have been changed slightly, to
make sure that they are in compliance with the Voting Rights Acts. And we are sure
that we will have some additional statistical moves that may have to be made once we
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hear the remainder of the public comments. So if you just want to take a break for a few
minutes, and look at the maps and talk amongst yourselves. And if anyone wants to
make a public comment if you'll please fill out a public comment form so that we have
that for our record we would appreciate it. Miriam if you would fill out one to just put

your questions on it then we'd have the information for our file. So we’ll break for a few
minutes and then we'll talk some more.”

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Linda Pearce, do we have a form from you?"
Globe resident, Linda Pearce: "Yes."

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Great. Please continue. Oh, it's right here."

Globe resident, Linda Pearce: "Yes. It's like talking to a brick wall, though, because
I've objected to this from the very beginning and | can see, you know, there's just
absolutely no public interest in this. But as far as I'm concerned, Plan C has the lowest
deviation, one point two. All of the numbers are equal as far as population goes and it's
the least amount of change. The one thing is, is the Tonto Apache are left in - or
outside of the San Carlos area, and | know that that's what they preferred.

On Plan B, | think that is the very worst. Even though the numbers are equal, it has that
jog on page three where Claypool, Central Heights, and Globe 8 are put in the yellow
parts, District 3, but it's not really part of that. It -- there's no -- when | was driving over
here, | looked at it again because, you know, | live in the Central Heights, actually
Midland City area, but I'm Claypool too. And | come out onto the highway, and all along
the highway is the ridge of mountains by Copper Hills and all the way through. | have to
go all the way through Globe and then to end up in what would be my district. So it just
seems like it doesn't belong there, whereas people who live on the east side of Globe,
they border what has been District 3, so it seems like it should be taken from there.

Plan A, which | kind of got the feeling sitting in the meeting this morning, at least one
supervisor thought that was just a great one, but the deviation here is the very highest,
four point two zero. That's the very highest of all of them, and | don't see why DOJ
would accept that one over two others that have less.

Also, District 1 still has the highest number of people, if you look at the second to the
last page in the back, and District 3 has fewer than it did before, whereas District 1
before had been the fewest. So | just think that one is the worst of all of them.

| -- to me, Plan C is the one that meets all the requirements if you could just get the
Tonto Apaches in where they belong -- where they want to be, | guess. Thank you."

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Thank you, Linda. Is there anyone else that
would like to comment this evening?"
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Globe resident, Jess Bryant: "l have a question now. What --"

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Jess, could you come up to the microphone,
state your name, and if you wouldn't mind on your way out, fill out a form just so | have
these for the record?"

Globe resident Jess Bryant: "My question is: What is the population count on the
Tonto Apache?"

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Let me see if | have it. Let me just do a quick
check here. | brought a bunch of information with me. | do not have it with me. |
believe they're about a hundred and --"

Unidentified Speaker: "Fifty."

Unidentified Speaker: "-- fifty something, sixty something, one hundred and fifty to
and one hundred and sixty, something in there. | don't have the exact number in my
census breakdown."

Globe resident, Jess Bryant: "Really not a significant amount."

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Mayor Shipley, please come up?"

Globe resident, Fernando Shipley: "l am Fernando Shipley and | live in Globe. | was
just reviewing these, and my favorite is Plan C. It is the least amount of change, and
the deviation is the least. | just feel like this would kind of keep us continuous with what
currently is going on and our current representation, so | think that's the best plan. And
I'ts funny to say that because I'm addicted to change, and so whenever | say that | - it's
the least amount of change and that's a good reason, it's not very common for me. So,
but anyway, that is the plan that | like, and | know that | don't get a lot of chance for
public comment, so | thought I'd put it in. So thanks."

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "Thank you. | appreciate it. And again, if you'll
just fill out one of those forms on your way out and leave it --"

Globe resident, Fernando Shipley: "Sure."

Elections Director, Linda Eastlick: "-- that would be great. Again we would like to
encourage any of you if you who want to make a comments on line, or if you just write a
letter and send it to the Elections office that's fine also. You can also send us an e-mail,
our e-mail address in on the documents that are on the table over there. We would
appreciate any public comment so that the Board has the views of the public and they
can make an informed decision. Sometimes we have to make some movements to
comply with the law but there are many ways to skin a cat as you can see by the
number of plans we have up there. So we appreciate any public input. Any other

questions or comments at this point? Okay then, with that we’ll call this meeting to a
close. Thank you very much.”

Resumen de la presentacion por Linda Eastlick:

Se identificé que el proposito de la reunidn era para dar al publico la oportunidad de
revisar los actuales mapas de redistribucion de distritos que estan para la
consideracion de la Junta de Supervisores y de contribuir sus opiniones en cuanto a
ellos. Se presentaron cuatro mapas para los Distritos de Supervision y tres mapas para
los Distritos de la Universidad Comunitaria. Informacion fue proporcionado relativa a los
efectos que cada mapa tendria en los precintos de votacion y las diferencias de cada
propuesto mapa fueron examinadas. Se menciond de nuevo los varios cumplimientos
requeridos por el DOJ vy |a adhesidn a la Ley de Derechos Electorales antes de que
cualquier plan se pueda considerar para aprobacion. El publico que estaba presente
fue animado a revisar los mapas y a tomar la oportunidad de discutirlos. David Rogers
el Especialista de Elecciones se presento, entonces demostré el proceso para someter
comentarios.

Especialista de Elecciones, David Rogers, demostré la herramienta de mapeo.

El programa interactivo de mapeo basado en la Web fue demostrado incluso: como los
ciudadanos pueden registrarse para someter comentarios publicos sobre los mapas de
los distritos de Supervisores y de la Universidad Comunitaria y el proceso de como
someter algo fue clarificado.

La Intérprete/traductora de espaniol, Miriam Jones hizo una pregunta.



Intérprete/traductora, Miriam Jones: “Presentamos un formulario para cada plan que
tenemos un comentario?"

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Lo que yo sugeriria es que si, si sus
comentarios no van a caber, porque hay solo una cierta cantidad de espacio. Entonces
yo someteria un formulario diferente. Si [los comentarios]) son muy breves, entonces
podria poner dos en uno. Eso no es un problema. Gracias, Miriam. También quisiera
invitar a la Supervisora Dawson o Sadie Tomerlin si ustedes tienen algtn comentario
sobre el proceso o los mapas, y si ustedes quieren decir algo, por favor que sientan
libres de hacerlo.”

Supervisora Dawson: “Me sorprende tanto que lo han hecho tan facil para |la gente.
Estoy fascinada de como esta progresando el trabajo con esto. Esta mafiana, habia
tres opciones de mapas para la Junta de Supervisores del condado y esta mafiana
hemos aprobado, seguido adelante y permitido una cuarta version y aqui ya est3,
publicada en la web para que las personas puedan tener acceso a ella. También,
quisiera felicitarles en hacer tan facil para cualquier persona a hacer comentario hecho
por no so6lo por las reuniones publicas, sino también en esta Internet. He sido frustrada
en este proceso, no tenemos un montdn de opinién de la comunidad y no lo vamos a
tener hasta después de que lo aprobemos. Lo que quiera que adoptemos, oiremos del
publico, y mis felicitaciones por su excelente trabajo a usted y su personal. Gracias.”
Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Sadie, ;tiene usted algin comentario?”
Registrador del Condado Sadie Tomerlin: “Si, claro. Yo también estoy de acuerdo
con Shirley en decir que ustedes han hecho un trabajo estupendo. Mi cosa es esto,
que le estoy pidiendo al publico que haga toda la investigacién, no que solamente mire
los mapas. Vaya a la oficina del Registrador y mire cuantos votantes seran afectados
por este cambio en cada distrito. Porque, si ve, hicimos una estimacion total
rapidamente, que hay ciertos [cambios] que van a afectar a mas de seis mil
cuatrocientos votantes y eso es una enorme cantidad de votantes para estar
cambiando distritos y moviéndolos. Solamente le estoy rogando al publico que haga su
tarea antes de que ellos; ;qué son sus quejas? Y ;qué son sus preocupaciones?”
Intérprete/traductora, Miriam Jones: “Cuando usted dice que afectara a una cantidad
de votantes, ;a qué se refiere? O sea, ;yo no podré votar para el mismo supervisor
para quién voté la ultima vez?

Registrador del Condado Sadie Tomerlin; “Eso podria ocurrir, asi que podria
significar que, por ejemplo, todos estos planes, pues como uno; actualmente estoy en
Globe 7 y en el Distrito 3. Todos estos planes me moverian al Distrito 2. Asi que tendria
un completamente nuevo Supervisor. Entonces, todos estos recintos tienen un
Supervisor diferente y la oficina del Registrador tiene que cambiar toda esta gente y
ponerlos en nuevos distritos. ; Me explico?

Intérprete/traductor, Miriam Jones: “Si, entiendo.”

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “"Muchas gracias Sadie y Miriam. Y ahora el
Alcalde de Globe, sefior Fernando Shipley acaba de llegar, bienvenido distinguido
Alcalde Shipley, estamos contentos de tenerlo aqui. Acabo de explicar al publico aqui
gque tenemos siete planes que estan para el comentario publico dentro de los préximos
dos semanas. Nuestras reuniones publicas estan esta noche aqui en Globe. Mafiana
iremos a la reunion por la noche del Consejo Tribal de White Mountain Apache. El
jueves por |la noche estaremos en Payson y el lunes por |la noche estaremos en el area



de Hayden Winkelman. Y por supuesto, se invita a todos a asistir cualquier reunion si
quieren. Anticipamos que tendremos todos los comentarios del publico para el viernes,
16 de septiembre, porque vamos a tener otra reunion con la Junta de Supervisores el
dia martes, 20 de septiembre, entonces cualquier comentario que hemos recibido hasta
el dia 16, se la presentaremos a la Junta durante la sesion de trabajo el 20 de
septiembre. Los planes finales no seran adoptados hasta el 3° de octubre, asi que si
alguien tuviera algo que decir después de eso, entonces todavia estariamos recibiendo
comentarios. Pero para el 20 estaremos a ese punto y tiempo, la Junta estara
revisando todos los comentarios hasta ese punto y fecha y nos estara dando directivo a
nosotros en cuanto a como quieren que ajustemos los mapas para que puedan estar
listos para la aprobacion final del 3° de octubre. Entonces, nos estamos llegando cerca
al final y usted tal vez quisiera notar esas fechas. De hecho, alla en la mesa hay una
lista de las demas reuniones publicas que tal vez les gustaria recoger una copia. ¢ Por
qué no tomamos so6lo un minuto para revisar el proceso hasta la fecha y me voy a ir
muy rapidamente. Y entonces tomaremos un descanso para que algunos de ustedes
tengan la oportunidad de mirar los mapas y mirar sus copias. Empezamos este proceso
en realidad en diciembre por lo que hemos estado yendo durante bastante tiempo.
Durante ese tiempo, empezamos a hablar de los consultores que usariamos. Hemos
estado usando dos consultores, como la mayoria de ustedes han sabido. Y la junta
eligio tener una Comision Consultiva de Delimitacion y que ese comité se reunio
muchas veces a través de |os siguientes meses. Ellos también asistieron muchas
reuniones abiertas para oir lo que el publico tenia para decir y para dibujar mapas y
revisar los mapas que otros individuos habian sometido. Entonces, hicieron sus
recomendaciones a la junta directiva. Sus recomendaciones de hecho fueron los
primeros tres mapas para el Distrito Universitario y los mapas B, C, y D, si lo quieren
pensar en esos terminos. Las recomendaciones han sido modificadas un poco para
asegurarse de que estan en cumplimiento con |la Ley de Derechos Electorales. Y
estamos seguros de que vamos a tener algunos movimientos de tipo estadistico que
puede tener que hacerse una vez que oimos el resto de los comentarios publicos.
Entonces, si ustedes quieren tomar un descanso por unos minutos para mirar los
mapas y hablar entre si mismos. Y si alguien quiere hacer un comentario publico, le
pedimos que llene un formulario de comentario publico para que tengamos eso para
nuestro récord le estaremos muy agradecidos. Miriam, si usted podria llenar uno
simplemente para poner sus dos preguntas sobre el mismo entonces tendremos la
informacion para nuestros archivos.

Periodo de Comentario / Preguntas del Publico:

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Linda Pierce, ;tenemos un formulario de
usted?”

Residente de Globe, Linda Pierce: “Si."

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Bueno. Por favor. O, aqui esta.”

Residente de Globe, Linda Pierce: “Si. Es como hablar con una pared de ladrillos, sin
embargo, porque me he opuesto a esto desde el principio, y yo puedo ver, ya sabes,
que no hay absolutamente ningun interés publico en esto. Pero en cuanto a mi, Plan C



tiene la menor desviacion, uno punto dos. Todos los nimeros son iguales en cuanto a
la poblacion y es la menor cantidad de cambio. Una cosa es, es que el Tonto Apache
queda en--o fuera de la zona de San Carlos, y sé que eso es lo que preferian.

En el Plan B, creo que es el peor. Aunque los numeros son iguales, tiene ese
quiebro en |la pagina tres donde Claypool, Central Heights y Globo 8 se ponen en las
partes amarillas, el Distrito 3, pero en realidad no es parte de ello. ---No hay --- cuando
yo estaba manejando aqui, lo mire otra vez porque, tu sabes, vivo en el area de Central
Heights, de hecho de Midland City, pero estoy tambien en Claypool. Y salgo por la
carretera y por toda |la carretera quedan las montafias de Copper Hills y sigan por todo
el camino. Tengo que atravesar Globe completamente y después llego donde mi
distrito estaria. Asi que parece que no pertenece alli, mientras que la gente que vive en
el lado este de Globe, estan en la frontera de lo que ha sido el Distrito 3, por lo que
parece que se debe tomar desde alli.

El Plan A, que siento después de sentarme en |a reunién de esta manana, al
Menos un supervisor penso que era un gran plan, pero la desviacion aqui es el mas
alto, cuatro punto dos cero. Es el mas alto de todos ellos y no veo por qué el DOJ
aceptaria ese plan sobre los otros dos que tienen menos.

También, el Distrito 1 aun tiene el mayor nimero de gente, si miras a la
penudltima pagina en la parte de atras y el Distrito 3 tiene menos que antes, mientras
que anteriormente el Distrito 1 habia tenido el menor niUmero. Asi que creo que el [plan]
uno es el peor de todos.

Yo -- para mi, el Plan C es el que cumple con todos los requisitos, si solo se
pudiera mover el pueblo originario Tonto Apache dentro de donde pertenecen — donde
quieren estar, supongo. Gracias.”

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: "Gracias Linda. Hay alguien mas que quisiera
hacer comentario esta tarde?”

Residente de Globe, Jess Bryant: “Yo tengo pregunta ahora. ;Que..”

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Jess, ¢ podria usted pasar al microfono,
declarar su nombre, y si también, no le molestaria lienar un formulario antes de que
salga, para que lo guardemos en el archivo?

Residente de Globe, Jess Bryant: "Mi pregunta es: ; Cual es el nimero de poblacién
Tonto Apache?

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “A ver si lo tengo. Déjame hacer un reviso
rapido aqui. Traje mucha informacién conmigo. No lo tengo. Creo que son casi
ciento...”

Orador no identificado: "Cincuenta.”

Orador no identificado: “—cincuenta y algos, sesenta y algo. Son ciento sesentay
dos, y hay ciento cincuenta que son de edad de votacion, algo asi. Si, no tengo el
namero exacto en mi distribucion de censo.”

Residente de Globe, Jess Bryant: “Realmente, no es un --"

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Alcalde Shipley, ;puede pasar al frente por
favor?”

Residente de Globe, Jess Bryant: “-numero significativo”

Residente de Globe, Fernando Shipley: “Soy Femando Shipley y vivo en Globe.
Estaba revisando estos y mi favorito es el Plan C. Es la menor cantidad de cambios, y
la desviacion es menos. Siento que esto nos mantendria continuando con lo que



actualmente esta pasando y nuestra representacion actual, por lo que creo que es el
mejor plan. Y es gracioso que yo diria esto porque yo soy adicto al cambio, y asi que
cuando quiera que yo diga que - es la menor cantidad de cambios y eso es una buena
razon, no es muy comun para mi. Asi, pero de todas formas, es el plan que me gusta, y
s€ que no tengo un montén de posibilidades para comentarios al pablico, asi que pensé
que lo compartiria. Entonces, gracias".

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “Gracias, se lo agradezco. Y otra vez, si
podria llenar un formulario antes de que salga, y dejarlo -

Residente de Globe, Fernando Shipley: “Claro que si."

Director de Elecciones, Linda Eastlick: “..eso seria magnifico. Una vez mas nos
gustaria animar a cualquiera de ustedes que si usted desea hacer un comentario en
linea, o si usted simplemente escriba una carta y la envie a la oficina de elecciones
esta bien también. También puede enviarnos un correo electrénico. Nuestra direccion
de correo electrénico esta en los documentos que estan sobre la mesa por alli.
Agradeceremos cualquier comentario publico para que la Junta tenga |a vista del
publico y puede tomar una decision informada. A veces tenemos que hacer algunos
movimientos para cumplir con la ley, pero existen varios medios para conseguir un
propdsito como se puede ver por el niUmero de planes que tenemos alli. Asi que
agradecemos cualquier entrada de pablico. ;Otras preguntas o comentarios en este
momento?
